	Body of presentation was unorganized and hard to understand.  Few of the areas required were covered and audience's attention wasn't kept.

	Poise
	Student stands with weight on both feet and presents an attitude of being comfortable in front of an audience.

 
	Student has a few awkward shifts of weight or stands part of the time with weight on one foot.  Has an attitude of being comfortable in front of an audience.

 

 
	Student has noticeable weight shifts or stands mostly with weight on one foot.  Their attitude is nervous and they seem self- conscious about being in front of a group.

 
	Awkward walking is done by the student.  Attitude is shy and seem to be very self-conscious about being in front of a group.
	Had to sit or face away from audience to accomplish speaking in front of a group.  Very nervous and vocally admitted not wanting to speak in front of an audience.
	 

	Volume
	Student is heard throughout the entire room.
	Overall the students in heard throughout entire discussion.  There were moments student needed to be louder or dropped the end of sentences.
	Most audience members could hear the student.  Statements were lost because volume was too low at times.
	Many statements were lost throughout presentation.  Volume dramatically effected the attention span of the audience.
	Could not hear majority of the statements made by the student.  Audience attention was lost due to not being able to hear.
	 

	Movements
	Student demonstrated movements that enhanced the speech and emphasize the main points.
	Student overall had movements that enhanced the speech, but some awkward movements took away from the discussion.
	Student had movements throughout that took away from presentation.  These were noticeable by  audience members and became a distraction away from topic.
	Student had repetitive movements that distracted from the topic discussed.  Audience members had a hard time concentrating on theme due to their presence.
	Student had extremely awkward movements that didn't allow audience members to follow speech.
	 

	Eye Contact
	Eye contact was made with all audience members throughout entire speech.
	Eye contact was made with the majority of audience members during most of the speech.
	Eye contact was made mostly with one member of the audience or eyes wandered throughout the room for the majority of the speech.
	Very little eye contact was given to the audience members.
	No eye contact was given to audience members.
	 

	Confidence
	Student portrays the attitude of being in charge of the situation at all times while speaking. They also portray an "expert" knowledge.
	Student portrays knowledge of  the topic, but does not have the attitude of total control of the situation.
	Student indicates knowledge of the topic.  Their attitude is "I have to do this so listen" or "I don't care if you listen or not." 
	Student is unsure of topic.  Attitude is "I don't care about this presentation."
	No confidence is shown and attitude is poor throughout presentation.
	 

	Articulation
	Words are said with clarity and diction.  Audience understood each word spoken.
	Words are clear.  There are times when words seemed slurred or mispronounced.  Presenter may be chewing gum.
	Some statements are not spoken clearly and the audience  misunderstands some of the words spoken. Presenter may have gum.
	Many mispronounced words.  Majority of words are clear.
	Words were unclear.
	 


	Energy
	Student seemed to have an energetic attitude.  Presented topic with power behind voice and in movements.
	Student seemed to vocally present speech with much vocal variety. At times movements were sluggish or seemed tired.
	Vocally and with movements, the student seemed to be sluggish.  The voice did not portray much vocal variety and the movements were stiff or repetitive.
	Student seemed tired and didn't give much energy into presentation.
	No energy was shown vocally or through the movements.
	 

	Time
	Met time requirement.
	Was short by 20  to 59 seconds.
	Was short by 1:00 to 1:29.
	Was short by 1:30 to 1:59 seconds.
